The tuition schedule reflects fees calculated on 30 teaching weeks (excluding holiday breaks). This fee takes us
into the month of May. An additional fee will be due in the month of June which covers the additional classes and
rehearsals in preparation for our annual performance. Adult classes and “specialty” classes or workshops are
noted with an asterisk on the schedule. Payment options are listed on the tuition schedule. A discounted rate has
already been calculated in the chart for families/students taking classes that exceed two hours per week. A further
discount is taken for families that choose the bi-annual or full payment plan at the time of registration. Your
payments must reflect one of the payment options. If a student chooses to participate in the Royal Academy
of Dance Exam Program or the spring performance, other expenses will occur.

The academy has a small dance boutique where most of the necessary items may be purchased that are required for
class. The dance boutique will be open and September 6" & 13" from 10:00 am until 1:00pm. Thank you for
your interest, we look forward to meeting you.
